| bought my land in the High Desert Estates subdivision because of the vision of the subdivision and the
restrictive covenants that came with it. Let me share with you some of the covenants that the proposed
special use permit will violate.

ARTICLE | - LAND USE

1. No horses, cattle, or hoofed animals shall be kept or maintained upon any lot. No animal or pet
shall be kept or permitted upon any lot which creates an unreasonable amount of noise, odor,
or physical damage to the premises or which in any manner might be deemed or considered a
nuisance.

2. No uses or activity shall be permitted which causes or creates a foul or obnoxious odor or
unreasonable noise, light, or heat, which will or might disturb the use and enjoyment of the
property of the other members of the association.

ARTICLE i - DEVELOPMENT GUIDELINES

HIGH DESERT ESTATES SITE PHILOSOPHY

High Desert Estates is a residential enclave located directly adjacent to Bureau of Land Management
open land with views of terrain features located in four surrounding states. These requirements are
designed to encourage creative architectural solutions to building in harmony with the high desert
environment. It is intended that the natural desert remain as undisturbed as possible during the
development process and that large areas of natural desert be retained on individual lots and not be
subject to any form of construction improvement. individual site developments must blend with the
natural landforms, be sensitively sited relative to each other, preserving view corridors as much as
feasible and keeping extensive site work to a minimum.
