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b. The five TAP and RTP projects were submitted to NMDOT on November 28. As 
reported, NMDOT received the largest number of applications ever (38 TAP and 14 
RTP).  
c. Interviews for the MPO Officer are happening at the MPO Office this afternoon. The 
first candidate is very qualified, but is a PERA retiree and there may be issues with re-
employing him while he is receiving a pension. The second candidate is also qualified 
and his interview will be done by video conferencing. There are two vacant positions – 
MPO Officer and Planner – and it is hoped that person can be hired and then assist in 
the search for the Planner.

Mr. Thomas said he had received an email from Build Grant that said no agency in this 
area had received a grant. The total amount award nationwide was $1,500,000,000. 
He suggested that next year perhaps the agencies here could join forces to put 
together a strong application and sponsor one project. Mr. Thomas requested feedback 
on Bloomfield’s project to possibly determine what they were looking for.
